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ANUNCIO PUBLICO-A RETIRA DO CONCURSO DA
AREA DE OFFSHORE (BlocoR)

A Autoridade Nacional do Petroleo (ANP) em representacao
do Governo Timor-Leste iniciou o concurso para o futuro
investimento dentro da area de offshore e onshore em outubro
de 2019. Apds as promocoes de roadshows, préqualificacéo, e
envio de propostas, a Santos NA Timor-Leste Pty Ltd avangou
com a licitacdo para o Bloco R com a submissao da proposta
desde a técnica, legal, financeira, do contetdo local, incluindo
a saude, seguranca e ambiental de acordo com as diretrizes da
licitacdoo para a Segunda Etapa de Licenciamento de Timor-
Leste 2019/2022. Apos avaliacdo interna feita pelo Comité de
Avaliacdo da ANP com a presenca de um observador
independente, escolheu o vencedor para o Bloco R, a Santos
NA Timor-Leste Pty Ltd com endereco em 60 Flinders Street,
Adelaide, South Australia 500, através de uma cerimdnia oficial
edeanincio pablico realizado no Timor Plazaem 22 de abril de
2022.

Antes de iniciar a negociacdo de Contrato da Partilha de
Producéo (CPP), foi distribuido o esbogo do CPP para o Bloco
R com a Santos. O eshoco do CPP foi enviado diretamente a
representante da Santos, que, no entanto, solicitou o
adiamento. A prorrogacao de tempo promovida pela Santos,
de modo para Ihe permitir que realizasse uma revisdo completa
e garantisse que Santos estivesse adequadamente preparados
para a discusséo relativos ao esbo¢o do CPP do Bloco R, em
conjunto com o plano do contetdo local. Contudo, ap6s varias
tentativas feita pela ANP, para inicar e se envolver na dicusséo
do CPP, equivocou-se, devido a decisdo de Santos a retirou-
seem participar no Bloco R, assim como, a licenga de exploracdo
de hidrocarbonetos e prefere se envolver com o Bloco R sob o
enguadramento de uma licenca de gases de efeito estufa com
potencial para futuras oportunidades de crescimento de
Captura e Armazenamento de Carbono (CAC).

Por isso, ANP concedeu a sua consideragdo em aceitar a retira
da Santos e agindo de acordo com o protocolo de licitagdo e
diretrizes de concurso da Segunda Etapa de Licenciamento de
Timor-Leste 2019/2022, recorrendo a execucdo de garantia de
licitacdo no valor de USD 150.000,00 (cento e cinquenta mil
dolares americano) a favor da ANP para tal fim.

PUBLIC NOTICE
BIDDING WITHDRWAL FROM OFFSHORE AREA
(BLOCKR)

The Autoridade Nacional do Petr6leo (ANP) on behalf of
Government of Timor-Leste opened a bid for the future
investment within Timor-Leste Offshore and Onshore areas in
October 2019. After the road shows promotions,
prequalification, and bid application submission, the Santos
NA Timor-Leste Pty Ltd went ahead to bid for Block R by
submitting a few documents ranging from technical, legal &
financial, local content, as well as health, safety and
environment in accordance with Bidding Guidelines for Timor-
Leste Second Licensing Round 2019/2022. After the internal
assessment carried out by ANP evaluation committee with the
presence of one independent auditor, Santos NA Timor-Leste
Pty Ltd addressed at 60 Flinders Street, Adelaide, South
Australia 5000 was awarded a Block R through the public
ceremony and announcement held at Timor-Plaza on 22" April
2022.

Prior to having a Production Sharing Contract (PSC)
negotiation, the draft of PSC for block R was then shared with
Santos. The draft of the PSC document was directly sent to
Santos’s representative who then requested additional time.
The additional time requested by Santos was to allow them to
undertake a thorough review and to ensure that Santos was
adequately prepared for a discussion regarding the draft of
PSC block R along with the Local Content plan. However, after
several attempts made by ANP to initiate and engage in the
first discussion of PSC failed because Santos decided to
withdraw from participation in Block R as a hydrocarbon
exploration permit and prefers to engage with Block R under
the framework of a greenhouse gas permit with potential for
future Carbon Capture and Storage (CCS) growth
opportunities.

Hence, ANP provided its consideration by accepting Santos’s
withdrawal and acting pursuant to Tender Protocol and Bidding
Guidelines for Timor-Leste Second Licensing Round 2019/2022
by enforcing a bid bond in the amount of USD 150,000 (One
Hundred and Fifty Thousand American Dollar) in favor of ANP
for such withdrawal.
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
